Controlled assessments in Design & Technology
· Our controlled assessment is a design and make activity chosen from a list supplied to us by AQA.
· It should last about 45 hours.

· It is worth 60% of the total marks available.

· It should be about 20 to 30 pages of A4/ slides.

· You will be expected to provide photographic evidence of designing and making and your final piece.

· Your work must be your own unaided work.

· Any external sources you have used – websites, parents, technicians etc must be clearly identified.

· Any work you do outside the classroom must be of a similar standard to that we have seen in school.

· You can word process your work outside the classroom provided we have seen the draft in school.

· Any help should be clearly recorded on you Candidate Record Form.

· Research can be carried out at home but analysis of data must be carried out in school.

· Controlled assessment time in lessons is very valuable.  If you don’t work in these lessons you may be asked to leave the course.

· We are only allowed to give you broad generic feedback on improvements you can make; we are not allowed to give feedback once your work has been submitted.

· We will start the controlled assessment in January and finish at Christmas 2011.  However, the unit will be broken down and deadlines for each section will be given to you.
